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This Sunday’s reading, though seem-
ingly straightforward, is in fact a
combination of two separate stories:
- Jesus heals ten lepers (Lk 17:11 -
14);

- the grateful Samaritan earns Jesus
praise and an additional healing (Lk
17:15 - 19).

Modern scholarship has shown that the two stories were originally
separate and were combined in one text only gradually and after
some time. You are in line with the truth of the text therefore if
you choose to focus on one story alone, the one which happens to
touch you here and now...

The lepers

Leprosy in the gospels is symbolic of the situation from which
God willed to rescue his people. It is so in two ways:

- it disfigured people;

- those suffering from it were considered unclean and kept away
from the community.

Jesus’ response to lepers invites us to celebrate those who act like
him, towards us or others. It also calls us to repentance as individ-
uals and as Church communities — this is the role we should be
playing in our communities and in society.

In your meditation remember “lepers” in your family, neighbor-
hood, classroom, workplace, society — people who are looked
down on because they are disfigured in some way, and also those
who may not be physically disfigured but are considered
“unclean” for some other reason: the mentally ill; those suffering
from AIDS; ex-prisoners; gays and lesbians in certain communi-
ties; Asians in many countries of the world since the September 11
attacks; immigrants and asylum seekers; people who belong to
minority ethnic or racial groups...

Samaritans in the gospel symbolize those who have experienced
rejection in any form. The story tells us then that such people are
naturally more inclined to be grateful. We can conclude that the
most effective way to come to gratitude is to remember “where we
came from”. Moses made this point when he commanded the peo-
ple to be compassionate to the stranger, reminding them, “You too
were strangers in Egypt.”

This approach is of course radically opposed to the condescension
of “aid to the poor countries of the world” that is so common to-
day. We as a Church are often guilty of a similar condescension in
our relations with other religions...

Lord, one of the great sicknesses of our time is
to have lost the art of giving thanks.

What a pity that so few people come back and
give praise to you; Like Jesus we wonder where
are the others.

When we take your blessings for granted we
lose energy and enthusiasm. It is only when we
know how to throw ourselves at the feet of those
who help us and give thanks that we can really
stand up with confidence and go our way.

Cuando contrae la lepra, el mundo se le viene encima, pero no se
quiere bajar del burro, su orgullo se lo impedia. Ha oido hablar de que en Is-
rael hay un curandero con poderes especiales. El rey de Siria escribe una misi-
va al rey de Israel para encomendarle la curacion de su ministro. La fama del
profeta Eliseo como taumaturgo ha traspasado las fronteras. Sin embargo, él
nunca se olvidé de su origen campesino, actuando siempre desde humildad.
Eliseo le pide a Naaman que se bafie sicte veces en el rio Jordan. Las aguas de
este rio tienen un caracter sagrado, purificador. Siglos después en ¢l se baia-
ban los esenios para ser purificados y en ¢l Juan Bautista practicé su bautismo
de conversion.

Aprender a decir gracias. El evangelio nos na
por Jesus. El concepto de lepra en la Biblia dista mucho de la acepcion que la
medicina moderna da a esta palabra, tratdndose en muchos casos de enferme-
dades curables de la piel. Jesus, al ver a los diez leprosos, los envia a presen-
tarse a los sacerdotes, cuya funcion, entre otras, era en principio la de diagnos-
ticar ciertas enfermedades, que, por ser contagiosas, exigian que el enfermo se
retirara por un tiempo de la vida publica. Pero en el camino fueron curados...
El relato evangélico no termina con la curacion de los diez leprosos, pues ano-
ta que uno de ellos, precisamente un samaritano, se volvio a Jesus para darle
las gracias. Entre samaritanos y judios —habitantes del centro y sur de Israel,
respectivamente-- existia una antigua enemistad, una fuerte rivalidad desde
hace siglos y que se acentud después del exilio. La palabra "samaritano" cons-
tituia una grave injuria en boca de un judio. En una ocasion llegaron a decir
que Jesus era un samaritano o que estas loco. Lo sucedido al leproso del evan-
gelio sentaria muy mal a los judios. De los diez leprosos,

nueve eran judios y uno samaritano. Este, cuando vio que estaba curado,

de Jesus, dandole gracias. Estar a los pies de Jesus es la postura del disci-

pulo que aprende del maestro. Los otros nueve, que eran judios, demostra-

ron con su comportamiento el olvido de Dios que tenian y la falta de edu-
cacion, que impide ser agradecidos. S6lo un samaritano, el oficialmente
heterodoxo, el hereje, el excomulgado, el despreciado, el marginado, vol-

vio a dar gracias. Solo éste pas6 a formar parte de la comunidad de segui-
dores de Jesus; los otros quedaron descalificados. No abunda mucho la
oracion de agradecimiento como cuenta esta parabola:
