Seguro que lo hemos hecho todos alguna vez pero no ha 

pasado nada y lo hemos dejado. 

"Hay que orar siempre sin cansarse".  

Usted tiene mil razones para no orar. 

El trabajo, los niños, el ajetreo, la rapidez de la vida, los 

amigos, la televisi·n y sus deportesé 

Algunos sólo pararán cuando les dé un infarto. 

En el fondo no están enamorados de Jesús, la verdad es 

que aman poco. Algunos dicen, ¿para qué orar? No sirve 

de nada. La oración no detendrá la guerra, no eliminará las 

drogas, no parará la muerte. 

Cierto, la oración no es una actividad interesada o produc-

tiva pero tampoco es el último recurso cuando todo ha fra-

casado.
