El fue el prime-
ro de todos en resucitar y después iremos todos los demas. A su tiem-
po. Como muy bien dijo San Pablo... Jests respondia a una insidia de
los saduceos que no creian en la resurreccion. Es la “trampa saducea”
que nuestro Maestro supo eludir para ensefiarnos algo fundamental,
una vez mas. Y por eso este domingo es el Domingo de la Vida.
iRESUCITAMOS!

Hay vida después de la muerte. Nos acercamos al final del afio li-
turgico. Las lecturas nos ayudan a prepararnos para la ultima venida
de Cristo. La Primera Lectura nos relata el martirio de los siete her-
manos Macabeos durante la persecucion del rey Antioco IV Epifa-
nes. El Libro II de los Macabeos fue escrito hacia el afio 160 a. C.
Afirma con rotundidad la resurreccion de los muertos y la retribucion
después de la muerte. Ezequiel ya lo habia insinuado y el Libro de la
Sabiduria lo ratificaria, superando el concepto de sheol como destino
final y lugar de los muertos. Los siete hermanos murieron con la fir-
me esperanza de resucitar todos juntos y la confianza puesta en un
Dios justo que premiara su constancia: “Dios mismo nos resucitara”.
No sera ésta la suerte del malvado rey. Es la misma confianza del
salmista que se siente escuchado y atendido por Dios.

Dios sostiene nuestra esperanza. La epistola de hoy nos presenta a
San Pablo preocupadisimo por las dificultades que sufren los cristia-
nos de Tesalonica. Los enemigos quieren arrebatarles la fe a aquellos
cristianos y el Apdstol les exhorta para que se mantengan firmes. El
Apostol invita a la constancia y a mantener el amor a Dios. Dios nos
da fuerza, repite dos veces. Hoy no sufrimos persecucion fisica, pero
si burla, vacio e incomprension por parte de muchos. Puede que in-
cluso nos desanimemos y pensemos que no merece la pena seguir
luchando. Por otra parte, hay contrariedades en la vida: enfermeda-
des, paro, soledad..., que nos un hunden en el abismo y no sabemos
como afrontarlas. Los sufrimientos de la vida ordinaria amenazan la
fe, pero tenemos que permanecer fuertes. La Carta a los Tesalonicen-
ses que hoy leemos nos invita a perseverar y a poner nuestros 0jos en
ese Dios que es Padre, que nos ama tanto y nos libra de todo mal.

Los saduceos negaban la resurreccion. En el texto evangélico de
hoy, narrado por san Lucas, trata el tema de la resurreccion de los
muertos que ya resono6 en la Primera Lectura. Los saduceos -sumos
sacerdotes y senadores-, negociantes de la religion y duefios de la
tierra, no creian en la vida eterna, no creian en el cielo. ;Qué falta les
hacia? Ellos se habian

construido aqui su cielo, convirtiendo la tierra en el infierno de los
pobres, por eso les interesaba mas un Dios de muerte que un padre de

la vida. Admitian como Palabra de Dios so6lo los cinco primeros
libros de la Biblia, considerando sospechosos los escritos de los
profetas que atacaban sin piedad a los ricos y propugnaban una
mayor justicia social. Los saduceos, como ricos, pensaban que
dios premia a los buenos y castiga a los malos en este mundo;
en consecuencia se consideraban buenos y justos, pues gozaban
de riqueza y poder, signos claros del favor divino. Negaban la
resurreccion y el mas alla, pues aceptar la posibilidad de un
juicio de Dios tras la muerte suponia para ellos perder la seguri-
dad de una vida basada en el poder y en el dinero. La pregunta
que le hacen a Jesus es capciosa, pues se dirigen a El para po-
nerle en aprieto, no porque les preocupe el tema.

Dios de vives. Jesus explico a los saduceos que en la vida pre-
sente morimos, pero los hijos de Dios van a resucitar y vivir
como los angeles. La respuesta de Jests sigue dos caminos. Por
un lado, no acepta que el estado del hombre resucitado sea un
calco del estado presente. Tener muchos hijos en Palestina era
una bendicion del cielo; morir sin hijos, la mayor de las desgra-
cias, el peor de los castigos celestiales... Para evitar esto tltimo,
el Deuteronomio prescribia lo siguiente: "si dos hermanos viven
juntos y uno de ellos muere sin hijos, la viuda no saldra de casa
para casarse con un extraflo; su cufiado se casara con ella y
cumplira con ella los deberes legales de cufiado; el primogénito
que nazca continuara el nombre del hermano muerto, y asi no se
extinguira su nombre en Israel". Es la conocida ley del
"levirato" La procreacion es necesaria en este mundo, a fin de
que la creacion vaya tomando conciencia, a través de la multi-
plicacién de la raza humana, de las inmensas posibilidades que
lleva en su seno: es el momento de la individualizacion, con
nombre y apellido, de los que han de construir el Reino de Dios.
Superada la muerte, no serd necesario asegurar la continuidad
de la especie humana mediante la procreacion. Las relaciones
humanas seran elevadas a un nivel distinto, propio de angeles
(seran como angeles), en el que dejaran de tener vigencia las
limitaciones inherentes a la creacion presente. No se trata, por
tanto, de un estado parecido a seres extraterrestres o galacticos,
sino a una condicion nueva, la del espiritu, imposible de enmar-
car dentro de las coordenadas de espacio y de tiempo. Por haber
nacido de la resurreccidn, seran hijos de Dios. Por otro lado,
Jesus termina su respuesta con un argumento que debid de dejar
atn mas desconcertados a los saduceos: "que resucitan los
muertos lo indico el mismo Moisés en el episodio de la zarza,
cuando llama al Sefior el Dios de Abrahan, y Dios de Isaac, y
Dios de Jacob". Dios no lo es de muertos, sino de vivos; es de-
cir, para El todos ellos estan vivos". Reina la esperanza en no-
sotros, la muerte no tiene la Gltima palabra.
