My Brothers and Sister,

Today’s first reading, from the Book of
Sirach, says, “God sets a father in honor over
his children. A mother’s authority he confirms
over her sons. Whoever honors his father
atones for sins and preserves himself from
them. When he prays, he is heard. He stores
up riches who reveres his mother... whoever reveres his
father will live a long life; he who obeys his father brings
comfort to his mother.” It does not say that fathers and
mothers are always correct, but they are most of the time.
What does the fourth commandment say? Honor thy fa-
ther and mother. God gave us this commandment through
Moses in the Old Testament. Again, it does not say that
your parents are always right, but again, they usually are.

The power of believing in this reading and in the fourth
commandment is obedience; in obeying and living it.

One can even disagree with it, but if they live by it and
obey it, it is amazing what their life will be.

In the second reading of Paul to the Colossians it says
“Put on... holy and beloved, heartfelt compassion, kind-
ness, humility, gentleness, and patience, bearing with one
another and forgiving one another, if one has a grievance
against another; as the Lord has forgiven you, so must
you also do.” This also relates with honoring your father
and mother. As Christian you should treat everyone with
these gifts because you follow Christ.

You should always forgive anyone and everyone who has
ever hurt, rejected, slandered, wounded, or criticized you
in any way.

Please look at the above words and allow them to sim-
mer within you. Let these words that God has given us
echo inside for 10 or 15 minutes. Ask God to open your
heart so that you be able to hear what the Lord is prompt-
ing you to do. It is amazing when you get in the quiet and
spend time with the Lord and sincerely ask Him to reveal
what He wants to tell you. Amen... Amen

OCTAVA DE NAVIDAD

LA SAGRADA FAMILIA DE NAZARETH

A veces un sencillo cambio en el orden de las palabras nos ilumina un
aspecto de las cosas que no habiamos visto. Hoy celebramos a una familia
"sagrada", y, desde luego, lo primero que preguntamos es: "¢que no eran
sagradas todas las familias?", a lo cual Dios nos responderia prontamente:
"iPor supuesto! Tal es mi designio, tal es mi deseo, tal es mi plan para el
mundo". La familia es sagrada porque nace de Dios. Es anterior al Estado y
a sus leyes, y por supuesto, va primero que los acuerdos entre los mismo
Estados o las conveniencias de las empresas 0 asociaciones humanas. De
Dios viene toda paternidad, nos ensefia Pablo (Ef 3,15). Dar origen a la
vida humana es asemejarse demasiado a Dios, y por ello es preciso que la
paz, la bondad y la sabiduria de Dios abunden alli donde ya se hizo presen-
te su magnifico poder.

Este mandamiento realmente despierta muchas preguntas. ; Como es posi-
ble honrar a un papéa que ha sido irresponsable, o injusto, o cruel, o que
simplemente ha desaparecido huyendo se sus responsabilidades minimas?
Para responder necesitamos algunos criterios biblicos.

Ante todo, la Escritura jamas nos invita o permite que sea honrado lo que
ofende a Dios. Honrar al papa no es celebrar lo que él es simplemente
porque él lo es. Este mandamiento, como todos, por lo demas, requiere de
nosotros luz, y discernimiento.Asi que, aunque en todo lo demas fallaren,
es claro que en el misterio de ser instrumentos de la vida hay siempre un
misterio de donacién en que Dios se ha hecho presente, y por tanto requie-
re nuestra gratitud y honra.

La Familia en el Pensamiento de San Pablo La segunda lectura de hoy nos
ayuda a situar la vida de familia en el conjunto del mensaje cristiano. Lo
primero es que cada miembro de la familia se reconozca como "elegido"
por Dios, sumergido en la gracia, bafiado por el perddn, fortalecido en la
paz, iluminado por la Palabra, lleno de motivos de gratitud y gozo. Sin esta
base, la familia sera pacto de intereses no santuario del amor divino.Otro
modo de decir esto es: en la medida en que reconocemos que la gracia nos

hermana en Dios y nos hace familia de Dios, llegamos a ser familia huma-
na. No pensemos entonces que la sola intensidad de los sentimientos, asi se
trate de sentimientos muy poderosos de pareja o de paternidad, basta: todo
lo humano necesita ser sanado, y todo lo que ha de ser sanado ha de serlo
en Cristo Jesus.

Sobre esta base se comprende que en la familia hay un misterio de comple-
mentariedad que es propio de la vida cristiana entera. Los deberes y dere-
chos, aunque Pablo no utiliza esa terminologia en su Carta, tienen un doble
referente. En primer lugar, hacia adentro, lo que cada uno tiene de propio y
peculiar, esto es: la mujer es mujer, y el hombre es hombre; el papa es
papa, y el hijo es hijo. No son "seres humanos" abstractos, idealmente
igualados por un concepto racional, sino historias particulares que Dios
conoce bien y desde dentro. Lo que les hermana no es una naturaleza abs-
tracta expresada en derechos ante una ley positiva, sino la condicion de
creaturas amadas, pecadoras y redimidas. El segundo referente en el pensa-
miento de Pablo es un destino com(n que sobrepasa lo que cada uno puede
lograr por su lado. El gran criterio no es la felicidad de un hombre rodeado
de despotismo y egoismo; no es tampoco la complacencia de una mujer
que ha logrado su realizacién como esposa y como madre y asi se siente
bien consigo misma. El criterio que en Gltimas da direccion a todo se con-
densa en expresiones como" eso lo quiere el Sefior"; "eso es agradable al
Sefior.";Qué es la familia, segun este profundo planteamiento del apostol?
Es la expresion del amor cristiano sanando, bendiciendo y fecundando los
origenes mismos de la vida humana.

El Evangelio de hoy pinta con suficiente sencillez y claridad el drama del
Nifio Jesiis como un migrante forzoso més sobre esta tierra. Como aquellos
pequefios de Africa o de Asia, de Colombia o de Bolivia, que son arranca-
dos de su suelo y deben partir a prisa, sin entender nada, hacia tierras des-
conocidas. Las causas pueden ser naturales, como la falta de lluvias, o
humanas, como la violencia. No podemos separar el destino de Cristo del
de tantos desplazados que pasan necesidad lejos de su lugar de sustento.
Los desplazamientos forzosos suelen destruir las familias, desmembrarlas,
someterlas a tensiones extremas que terminan por reventar los lazos del
amor, la fidelidad y la confianza. Cuando pensamos en la situacion de los
migrantes o de los desplazados por la violencia es facil caer en cuenta de
sus duras condiciones de alimentacion, abrigo o salud. Junto a eso sin em-
bargo esta aconteciendo siempre un dolor emocional que no es menor.
Consuela mucho saber que el momento de penuria que vivié la Sagrada
Familia no la destruyd sino que la unié mas en el amor mutuo y en la abso-
luta confianza en Dios nuestro Padre.
