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“Modern man listens more willingly to witnesses than to teachers, and if he does listen to
teachers, it is because they are witnesses.” A reality of which Pope Paul VI was keenly aware
almost forty years ago, continues to be ours today. From sport figures, to “American idols”, to
“corporate tycoons”, to “weight loss programs success stories”, the message is always: “If |
did it, you can do it". As a society we seem to be increasingly averse to speeches and compul-
sively compelled by real images, living examples, and role models when it comes to how to
live our lives, the choices we make or whose example we perceive as worth following.

Thanks to the always-on-your-face media, the Internet, Facebook and the whole digital explo-
sion, there is no way to hide! We know it all, the good and the bad. It is an exciting time to be
a Christian! If “to bear witness” is the “trademark” of living according to the Gospel, guess

what? Time to get ou

r act together! We are being watched 24/7!

This is precisely how the concept of the New Evangelization comes alive here at the Catholic
Charismatic Center. Responding to the exhortations in the documents of Paul VI, John Paul Il and
Benedict XVI on the Church’s visions of a New Evangelization, the Center opens its doors to those
who are living their faith in “cooled down mode” and want to open their hearts to being “fired up” in
the Holy Spirit; to those who do not profess their faith and “wonder” what else is there beyond
baptism, and to those anywhere in between!

When preparing to be Confirmed we were taught to ask for
the 7 sanctifying gifts mentioned in Isaiah 11:2-3. They are
Wisdom, Understanding, Counsel, Fortitude, Knowledge,
Piety and Fear of The Lord. (a fear or dread of offending a
loving God - a reverence or reverential "fear") Father John
Hampsch tells us "These gifts are greater than the charis-
matic gifts because they lead us to holiness"..."They are
enhancements of the life of virtue; they are powerful means
by which The Holy Spirit, The Sanctifier, sanctifies us, i.e.
makes us holy."

The Faithful are now receiving more gifts and graces for
the building up of the Church in our day and age. COME
TO OUR FAITH INTO FIRE RETREAT IN AUGUST 22,
23th TO LEARN MORE sign up for the Gifts Workshop.

After Pope John the XXIlI called Vatican Il and requested a
new outpouring of The Holy Spirit on the Church the Char-
ismatic Renewal began. It was not started by any person.
There is no founder. The Holy Spirit Himself began to pour
out more gifts on the faithful in a more profuse way. Those
who received this outpouring in different geographical
places in the 1960,s began to teach and lead others to ask
for the Baptism in the Holy Spirit (John 1:33, Acts 19:2,6)
and allow the Holy Spirit to pour out more of His Gifts or
Charisms on them. The Gospel of Mark chapter
16 says "These signs will accompany those who be-
lieve..." They will speak in new languages...They will lay
hands on the sick and they will recover." Now , over 40
years later, there are millions and millions of Catholics
world wide who have asked and received the release of
more of the Holy Spirit and more of His powerful gifts or
charisms in their lives. (Catholic Catechism on Charisms
#799 and #800)

Several are mentioned in | Corinthians 12 and some in
Mark's Gospel 16:17 They are the word gifts of Prophecy,
Tongues, and interpretation of Tongues. They are the
power gifts of Faith, Healings and Miracle-working. They
are the revelation gifts of utterance of Wisdom, Knowledge
and The Discernment of Spirits.

Pope Paul VI extended a "mandate” for Catholics to evan-
gelize and spread the Charismatic Movement throughout
the world, "so that the Holy Spirit can do the work He
wants to do in the Church." (Open The Windows ,p.10;
First international Charismatic Congress, Rome,1975).
